 Dearly beloved in Christ,

time for prayer and meditation also the 
time to give up the pleasures and to give 
pleasure to others. This lent is an annual 
celebration of the memory of death and 
the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
It is a celebration of the great sacrifice 
and redemption, which should lead to 
repentance and renewal. We see in all 
religious communities, the importance of 
feast and fast. It is helpful to prepare 
ourselves to dedicate for the will of God 
and for the total transformation of the 
world.
